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DEVELOPMENT OF THE ADULT EDUCATION SYSTEM IN DIFFERENT COUNTRIES OF
THE WORLD

In connection with globalization and demographic changes, adult education is becoming increasingly important
in today's society, and similar social mechanisms exist in different countries, which determine the participation of
adult education and the linkage of this participation with the results on the labor market. But mostly those who are
already well educated and have a fairly favorable position in the labor market, which acts as a mechanism for
increasing social inequality, are raising their education. This is especially noticeable in relation to the widespread
non-formal education in all countries, which is organized at the expense of employers.

The purpose of the article: to find out the role of international relations in the development of the educational
system of adults in different countries of the world.

Brief information about international relations in the development of adult education system in different
countries is presented.
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The analysis of the achievements of scientists, specialists who studied the role of adult education in the context
of life and international comparison of different countries based on longitudinal data, taking into account the
difference in the organization of adult education in different countries and their peculiarities. It has been found that
there is a significant diversity in the level of participation of adults in adult education in different European countries.
It has been found that participation in all forms of adult education (with the exception of formal education at the
expense of the employer) by the countries is higher, the higher the public expenditure on education in these countries,
the expenses for research and development and the social protection of the population.

The basic regularities concerning participation in the formal education of adults are revealed. In some countries
(Finland and partly in Denmark, Germany, USA) in formal education adults mostly come from workers with a lower
initial education level and not the most confident position in the labor market, which suggests that formal education
in these countries allows partially offset the social inequality that arose in the early stages of life. In some cases (in
Australia, Spain, Sweden, UK) participation in formal education is due mainly to poor job market conditions. In some
countries (Hungary and, to some extent, Estonia), initial social inequality is not compensated through formal adult
education.

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ON THE WAY OF ESTABLISHMENT SUBJECTIVE-COMMUNICATIVE APPROACH TO
PERSONALITY

The article examines the problems of definition and formation of the subject-communicative approach to
personality. The reasons of necessity of change of methodological bases of research of essence and development of
the person and its subjectivity are defined and analyzed: change of a paradigm of existence of the person; crisis of
activity approach to the person (personality); the growing role of the spiritual and semantic dimension of the essence
and development of the individual, especially its subjectivity; problems with determining the subject of psychology.

Since the end of the XIX century in the science of man there is a change in the paradigm of human existence,
from the philosophy of consciousness («consciousness- I») to the philosophy of communicative consciousness
(«consciousness-«I — Other»). This process started the crisis of the activity approach to the person (personality) and
launched the mechanism of transformation of the activity approach into the communicative approach. The
communicative approach strengthens the role of the spiritual and semantic dimension of the essence and
development of the individual, especially its subjectivity. Obstacles to the definition of the subject of psychology also
stand in the way of the formation of a subjective approach to personality, in particular attempts to expand the subject
of psychology to the spiritual and semantic sphere of essence and development of personality and its subjectivity,
which is the subject of philosophy. Therefore, we have substantiated the need for an interdisciplinary approach to the
study of personality and its subjectivity. Based on the analysis, the need to transform the paradigm of
«consciousness-I» and the activity paradigm of human existence into a communicative paradigm, the paradigm of
«consciousness-«I — Other» is proved. It is substantiated that the need to overcome the philosophy of «consciousness-
I» and activity approach, the need to strengthen the spiritual and semantic dimension of personality and its
subjectivity, raises the question of becoming a subject-communicative approach, which in our opinion can be an
effective methodological principle holistic theory of personality.
