PREPARATION OF FUTURE TEACHERS IN THE INSTITUTIONIS OF HIGHER EDUCATION FOR
ORGANIZING CHILDREN'S LEISURE ACTIVITIES IN THE SUMMER CAMP OF HEALTH AND
RECREATION

The article describes the preparatory stage of summer educational practice of students in children's health camps. The
activity of the student-intern during this period is considered. The significance of the preparatory stage of practice for the
effective educational activity of the camp leader is revealed. The goals, forms of organization, tasks of summer educational
pedagogical practice in children's health camps and its possibilities for forming key components of professional competence and
creative potential of future specialists are considered. The importance of collective creative affairs as a factor in the development
of students' creative abilities, peculiarities of organizing and conducting some forms of work (quests, station games, etc.) are
revealed. The experience of using forms of organization of children's leisure in the conditions of a children's institution of health
and recreation is analyzed. The value of the discipline «Method of educational work in the campy for the thorough training and
organizational training of future specialists in the institution of higher education (IHE) is substantiated. It is stated that it is
achieved through the joint creative activity of teachers, students and administrative and pedagogical staff of children's summer
health camps. It is characterized that the theoretical course «Methodology of educational work in the campy examines the
managerial basis of the work of the leader, characterizes psychological and pedagogical aspects of its activity with children of
different groups; creates conditions for pedagogical creativity in the temporary team, humanization of activities in a health
institution; meeting the interests and needs of children, adolescents. It is stated that the potential of the discipline is very high and
its realization directly influences the achievement of such learning result as the formation of professional competence, amateur
activity, initiative, creative development of students. It is proved that summer educational pedagogical practice in children's
health camps promotes students' creative self-development in IHE, stimulates their creative thinking and style of activity. It
performs adaptive, educational, educational, developmental, communicative, diagnostic, constructive and research functions.
The preparatory stage of educational practice in revealing its importance for the effective educational activity of the leader is
considered. The activity of students in practical classes is described: they learned to determine the rules of life of the children's
collective; identify leaders, to distribute the children's collective into micro groups, to choose self-government bodies; determine
the prospects of the team — planning a camp change, carrying out collective creative cases, which envisaged the intensification
of direct communication of children (games for acquaintance, games with the hall, etc.) specifics of the leader's work
organization (the structure of the psychological and pedagogical characteristics of the collective of children at the beginning of
the camp change and at the end, self-analysis of the pedagogical practice is presented). It has been proven that by mastering the
course, students have learned to work in a team, demonstrating interpersonal skills; conduct educational events; to
independently search for methods of education that are appropriate to the pedagogical situation; to analyze educational
situations. It is stated that the future leaders have learned how to apply knowledge and practical skills in pedagogy, psychology,
physiology for planning and creative design of the educational process, taking into account the psychophysiological features of
children; make effective use of learning tools and methods for the development and analysis of collective creative cases.

THE CRITERIA FOR ASSESSING FOREIGN LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY IN PROBLEM-BASED
LEARNING

Yu. Budas

The author of the article investigates the means of assessing foreign language proficiency in PBL and yields its criteria.
Being complex, assessment in PBL frequently includes peer assessment and self-assessment, alongside tutors’ evaluation. The
study has revealed students’ low peer and self-assessment literacy. They often reported feeling embarrassed while assessing
their fellows. The participants were not psychologically ready for uttering and listening to any critical ideas, and receiving
tutors’ feedback seemed more natural and anticipated for them. Being able to evaluate the process of gaining knowledge and to
reflect on the results of their learning is considered a key element in PBL and life-long education. However, the research
demonstrated a low level of students’ knowledge about the ways of peer review and self-assessment, and the absence of
necessary skills. The aim of the article was to investigate the available means of assessment in PBL, define the most efficient
ones, and offer some criteria which can be used for evaluating foreign language proficiency in PBL. According to the research,
the formative assessment fits the philosophy of PBL. Among the suggested criteria we can mention the language (native or
foreign) used for the information search, its presenting, discussing at the problem-solving phase; communicative skills;
plagiarism; interaction with other participants, general or specialized English vocabulary used during the discussion. The
author stresses that assessment criteria must be explained and clarified before implementing PBL for developing students’
foreign language proficiency as students should be aware from the very beginning who assesses them, and what they are
assessed for.
